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City of Lakewood Transportation Benefit District 2013-2014 Annual Report 
February 17, 2015 

 
Report Purpose 
 
This report provides information on the status of the City of Lakewood Transportation Benefit 
District (“District”) and fulfills the requirements of the State of Washington and the District for an 
annual report.  Below are excerpts from the relevant state law and local documents. 
 

RCW 36.73.160(2): A district shall issue an annual report, indicating the status of transportation 
improvement costs, transportation improvement expenditures, revenues, and construction 
schedules, to the public and to newspapers of record in the district. 

 
Action taken by the Board 
 
The Annual Report for 2012-2013 was adopted by the Board at the meeting of February 18, 2014.  The 
Board also reviewed proposed transportation projects funding options.   
 
On May 27, 2014 the district met and further considered proposed transportation funding options. 
 
On July 14, 2014 the district met to further consider proposed transportation funding options and asked 
for legislation setting a public hearing,  
 
On July 21, 2014 the district met and passed Motion No. TBD 2014-01 setting Monday, August 25, 
2014 at approximately 7:00 p.m. as the date for a public hearing by the Transportation Benefit District 
Board on a proposed $20 annual vehicle license fee tab and various transportation street improvement 
projects.  
 
On August 25, 2014 the district met and held the public hearing regarding a proposed $20 annual 
vehicle license fee tab and various transportation street improvement projects.  Notice was made at 
that meeting that August 26, 2014 the Lakewood City Council would be attending the I-5 Commute 
Act Tour. 
 
On September 15, 2014 the district met and passed Ordinance No. TBD-01 authorizing an annual $20 
vehicle license fee and various transportation street improvement projects. 
 
On November 17, 2014 the district met and passed Ordinance No. TBD-02 adopting the 2015-2016 
Transportation Benefit District budget. 
 
Transportation Improvement Projects and Costs, Transportation Improvement Expenditures and 
Transportation Improvement Revenues 
 
There were no revenues or expenditures in 2014. The 2015-2016 transportation projects and costs are 
detailed in Ordinance No. TBD-01 and the 2015-2016 transportation expenditures and revenues are 
detailed in Ordinance No. TBD-02, the budget for the Transportation Benefit District. 
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
