PROSPECTUS

The 2016 Lakewold Garden Mayfest celebration marks the Garden’s twenty-seventh year of operation. It is
encouraged, but not required, that art submitted for this exhibit focus on floral or landscape themes. Art must
have been completed within the last three years and produced by an artist living or working in the City of
Lakewood. No two-dimensional piece shall be larger than two feet by three feet in size, inclusive of framing,
and will be “wall-ready”; no saw-tooth hangers may be used. Three-dimensional art must have a footprint no
larger than three square feet and less than four feet in height. All media are encouraged. It is suggested that all
artwork be offered for sale.

A non-refundable entry fee of $10.00 for each piece of artwork, payable to Friends of Lakewold, must be paid
at point of entry. Three pieces of artwork will be permitted per artist ($30.00). Entries are to be submitted
Friday, April 30" 2016, between 1:00 PM and 4:00 PM at the White Dove Gallery, 5934 88™ Street SW,
Lakewood, Washington.

Aurtists who submit pieces excluded from the Mayfest Exhibition will be notified the evening of May 2, 2016,
and are responsible for claiming their work Tuesday, May 3, between 1:00 P.M. and 4:00 PM from the White
Dove Gallery, 5934 - 88™ Street SW, Lakewood, Washington. Avrtists whose work is displayed during the
Mayfest celebration may pick up their art Tuesday, May 10, 2016, between the hours of 1:00 P.M. and 4:00
P.M. at the White Dove Gallery.
