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Highlights for June 2016 
 • Case 1617500682 Suspect made specific threats against fellow employees specifically 

naming the order that he would shoot employees. Lakewood Detectives and Special Ops 
tracked the suspect down and arrested him without incident seizing numerous guns. .   

• Case 1616701522 Two armed robbers were interrupted by officers robbing the Olympic 
Grocery on Bridgeport Way. Both armed suspects were chased and caught by officers.     

• Aggravated Assaults increased from June 2015 and year to date, Aggravated Assaults are 
up 17.9% while Crimes Against Persons are overall down.    

• Burglaries were up from June 2015 and year to date are up 14%.  
• Auto thefts continue to be a problem with 19 in June (up 37.7% YTD).  
• Lakewood apartments were relatively normal with an increased number (5) of shots fired 

CFS with one each from Canterbrook and Country Estates both on 150th St in LD01. 
Sundance Apt on Lakewood Dr had 5 SCFS (3 METH CFS) and Seeley Lake had 4 SCFS.  

• Standouts in Mobile Home Parks (MHP) were Glen Mar on 33rd Ave and Jamestown 
Estates MHP on 146th St with 3 and 2 SCFS respectively.   

• Lakewood Bars were up somewhat quiet with 5 total SCFS spread out across 5 different 
bars.   

• The Lakewood Motels experienced 6 SCFS with 2 fights at the Candlewood Suites 
(unusual) and the rest of the SCFS spread out among 4 different motels. Golden Lion was 
red tagged (uninhabitable on 20 July 2016) 
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
